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On poles, a Mounting, Block Terminal (MBT) 1A or 2A should be fitted prior to fitting the 
BT or BC (this can be achieved on all but the lightest poles where the top is too thin. If the 
top of the pole is too thin then the BC18A or 19A can be fitted without a MBT1A or 2A). 
The MBT 1A is fitted when installing or uplifting a BT 76 or 40 series or BC 18A and the 
MBT 2A when installing or uplifting a BT 86 or BC 19A. When fixing a BC to a wall, the 
MBT should not be used.

1.      For Modular Series BCs. Install the MBT on the pole ensuring the top of the block is 
50-75 mm below the centre line of the 'Ring Pole Head' and at 90° to the pole steps as 
shown in Figure 1, using the four 76 mm x No.12 wood screws supplied

2.      Align the Block Terminal fixing holes with those in the mounting, and secure with the 
three M5 x 25 mm pan headed screws supplied.

3.      Fit Straps Cable Fixing 12A through the slots provided at the bottom of the mounting. 
Also attach straps to the pole at the positions shown above with Pins Steel 2 7/8"
